Mirixa has been licensed from the USA and is 100% owned
by the National Community Pharmacists Association
(NCPA), the Guild’s sister organisation representing
community pharmacy in the USA. Mirixa Australia will be
run by the Guild’s 100% owned subsidiary healthlinks.net.
Mirixa is a system that allows every community pharmacy
to implement professional pharmacy programs and will
open up new revenue streams to community pharmacy.

This important seminar will outline the first of a suite of
programs that will be launched in Australia. The first
program is an adherence/compliance program which will
assist patients to better adhere to their medicines regimen
as prescribed by the doctor.

The program is targeted at chronic therapy patients.
Meds/ndex will identify patients with a low compliance
score and these patients will benefit from one of the
compliance programs. By July 2009 there will be up to six
tailored drug programs involving medicines that account
for over $1 billion of the PBS expenditure.
